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About setup of Voice Control

In voice control settings, turn off show confirmation, turn on play sound and show hints. When on Wi-Fi, turn on voice control for the first time to allow software to download a couple of minutes. Put on your headphones or AirPods.
Once you are set up, you can give the command Turn Volume up or Turn Volume down to make listening or comfortable. You need the hey Siri command to be available at all points and therefore you can ask Siri to turn voice control on off. And once voice control is enabled, you can give command such as “stop listening” or _ go to sleep” then wake up or start listening! You can also give the command: undo that!

You will also need to have gone into your iPhone settings, display and brightness to toggle on  raise to wake and go into settings, Accessibility, Touch and toggle on tap to wake  so that when your iPhone screen  locks, which causes voice control to stop listening, you can then wake up the phone physically and then the voice control will once again be available. On that passcode screen you simply say the command Tap and then a number and then say Tap and then the next number et cetera until you complete your six digits. If your passcode is longer than six digits, when you have got voice control to tap the final digit, just say Go Home and your iPhone will unlock.

Composing a new text message
Tell voice control: open messages.
Say: tap compose
Say: Spelling mode and then briskly spell out the name of the person and once you hear that name you say: command mode
Say: VoiceOver select next item, and say:  repeat that until you hear the name and the correct phone number And then you say: VoiceOver activate.
Because a keyboard has appeared at the bottom of the screen you want to get to the Text Edit field and the way to do this is to say: VoiceOver select apps and then say VoiceOver select next item and then say VoiceOver activate
You are now in a position to say dictation mode and say what you want to say and then say: tap send

Mail 01 Open and read
Say: Open Mail 
If you land on your list of emails, say:  VoiceOver Select next item 
Then say:  Repeat that, repeat that until you land on the email you want to read 
Say: VoiceOver activate 
Then say:  VoiceOver read all 
You may need to give the command:  VoiceOver, stop speaking 
When you finished listening to the email, you can say:  Go back and you will end back on your list of emails

If when you open the mail app you land in an already opened email and want to find a different one, just say: go back and then say:  VoiceOver Select next item et cetera until you reach the email you are interested in! 
If VoiceOver tells you there is an attachment with the email, give the command: VoiceOver select last item, then say: VoiceOver select previous item, and say: repeat that until you land on the attachment itself and then you say: VoiceOver activate. At this point, you can say: VoiceOver read all.
If you want to share the attachment you simply say: tap share! And then you use VoiceOver select next item to move down the share sheet and VoiceOver activate! In order to select an option

Eventually, say: tap done and then say:  go back 
You will land on your list of emails again 

Mail 02 Open and reply
Say the sequence of commands: Open Mail 
VoiceOver Select next item 
Repeat that repeat that until you land on the Email you want to reply to
Say: VoiceOver activate 
Say: Tap more actions 
VoiceOver Select next item 
Tap reply
Say  one to reply or say two if  you want reply all 
Mow dictate your reply message and when you have finished, say:
Tap send 
Then to get back to your list of emails, say:  Go back 

Mail 03 copy email text and paste into WhatsApp message
Say this sequence of commands:  Open Mail 
VoiceOver Select next item 
Repeat that 
Repeat that until you land on the relevant email 
VoiceOver activate 
VoiceOver stop speaking
VoiceOver select previous rotor
Repeat that to land on Edit
VoiceOver select next rotor option to land on Select all
Say: VoiceOver activate 
Then say:  VoiceOver select previous rotor option repeat that repeat that repeat that to land on Copy 
Now say:  VoiceOver activate 
Say:  VoiceOver, stop speaking 
Then say:  Open WhatsApp 
You’ll be in your list of chats so say something like:  Tap name of recjpient or say VoiceOver Select next item and repeat that until you land on the name and say VoiceOver activate
You can now say:  Paste that
Then say:  Tap send
And finally, say:  Go back

Mail 04 compose
Say: Open mail 
Say: Tap compose 
If VoiceOver announces you are on the cancel button, give the command: VoiceOver select To
To start composing say: VoiceOver activate
Dictate the name or if it is difficult, say: Spelling mode and dictate the name at a brisk pace without any long pauses between letters
GLYNIS 
To get to the list of possible recipients say:  VoiceOver Select next item, repeat that and when you land on the correct recipient in the list, say: 
VoiceOver activate 
To get to the subject field, say: VoiceOver select subject or VoiceOver Select next item 
Say:  VoiceOver activate 
Dictate subject
When you have finished, say:  VoiceOver Select next item 
You are now in the body of the email so you say:  VoiceOver activate 
Now you are ready to dictate so  say whatever you want to say 
When you are ready, simply say:  Tap send 
Text editing on iPhone  using Voice Control and VoiceOver

Make sure that in voice control settings,  Play Sound is toggled on.
Whilst using voice control,, use earphones and remember these useful commands:
VoiceOver stop speaking.
Undo that.

First example, in an email or text message comma  how to insert a missing word or characters when you have dictated some text;
If you are not currently editing the text, put VoiceOver focus on the text and say VoiceOver activate to make the keyboard appear and when you are in editing, mode, say:
Move to beginning
Move right one word/character/line
Say: repeat that until you are in the right place to insert a word or characters.
Now say: spelling mode, then you spell the word and at the end of it say space;
Now you can say either command mode or dictation mode and say tap Send.

 Second example, how to delete or change a section of text you have been typing: 
Assuming that text is still editing, say move to beginning or move to beginning of paragraph, as appropriate
Move right one word/character/sentence/line/paragraph until you reach the area where you want to start making changes to the text. If that area is near the end, you can say move to end and then move left one or more words or sentences et cetera.
Use the command: delete previous/next word or character or sentence
repeat that

And then use other useful commands:
Move to beginning of word
Move to end of word
Move to beginning of sentence
Move to end of sentence
Move to beginning of paragraph
Move to end of paragraph
Move to beginning of line
Move to end of line
Select next Word and then say: capitalise that
Italicize that
Bold that
Delete that
Replace tomorrow with next Wednesday


Move forward <count> characters
Move back <count> characters
Move forward <count> words
Move back <count> words
Move forward <count> sentences
Move back <count> sentences

When you have just heard a word:  Select that; 
Select all
Select <phrase>
Select <phrase> to <phrase>
Select previous character
Select next character
Select previous word
Select next word
Select previous sentence
Select next sentence
Select previous paragraph
Select next paragraph
Select previous line
Select next line

"Select previous <count> characters," "Select next <count> words," "Extend selection to beginning," "Extend selection <count> sentences," and similar variations for characters, words, sentences, paragraphs, and lines, both forward and backward.
